She will be here as a support and resource to our teachers, help 
plan service projects and our Christmas pageant, and some summer activities 
for children.

She teaches piano to a number of students, and has 
taught Sunday school in a number of churches over the years.  She has excel-
lent organizational skills as evidenced by recent volunteer activities through 
Solon Schools. 
 
Both Samantha, a junior 
at Kenyon College, and Alex, a senior at Solon High School, have brought 
their musical leadership to our congregation.  Melody is an entering 8th 
grader and Monica is beginning the 6th grade.   
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From the Pastor: 
 

I recently read an article  encouraging folks  how to support others to 
live up to their potential.  It reminded me that, more often than we real-
ize, we influence someone either positively or negatively by what we 
say or do.  We can hurt another when we fail to consider the damage 

inflicted by a careless word.  The author of this article, Michael Angier, gives some practi-
cal ways to help support and care for those around us. 

First he says, believe in someone.  There are times when one’s confidence gets a 
little shaky – whether a bad day at work, cramming to make a critical deadline and feeling 
uncertain about making it, or working hard to improve a new skill.  It means so much to 
have someone understand and support you during difficult times.  Consider how to pay at-
tention to when someone is going through a trial, to help them believe in themselves. 

Secondly, give encouragement.  Michael Angier says that the more specific we can 
be in our encouragement, the better the results.  Remind him of how he persevered through 
a difficult task in the past, or how she has kept a good handle on her emotions even when 
the boss has lost his.  It is such a warm feeling to receive encouragement; consider how you 
can sincerely motivate another by your support. 

Tell the truth.  That can be a hard one, because we don’t want to upset someone.  It 
takes great tactfulness and kindness to speak the truth in love.  As hard as it is to hear diffi-
cult truths, I prefer someone’s honesty to a deception. 

Be a role model.  Again, it is helpful to realize that people pay attention to us, more 
than we think.  Our actions communicate to others whether we are authentic in our faith.  
No one is perfect, but allow God to work within our daily actions, and others may want the 
faith they see in you. 

Expect a lot.  I think we in the church may err in the opposite direction at times.  We 
want to welcome folks, so we try to make the faith easier.  What we may end up doing in-
stead is making faith less worthwhile.  It is a tremendous feeling to rise to a challenge that 
stretches us as a person.  It is a privilege to serve God and to be involved in ministry, even 
when it takes us outside our comfort level.  Maybe you’ve never been a Sunday school 
teacher before, never thought you knew enough to teach young people, but we can strive to 
meet new challenges. 

Ask good questions.  You know someone has been listening to you when they ask 
insightful questions, in order to gain a better understanding.  You demonstrate that you are 
engaged in whatever problem you are listening to, in order to help guide that person to a 
solution.  You help someone focus on the issues by asking a good question. 

Spend time with someone.  This sounds obvious, but even in the summer, when we 
have vacation time, we can get distracted too much with the “stuff” of life that we overlook 
the most important people in our life.  Michael Angier says, “We love what we give our 
time to.”  Time is the most important resource we have. 

Jesus says to treat people the same way you want them to treat you.  God our good 
parent would not give us a stone if we asked for a fish.  So we honor God when we put ef-
fort in building up one another, in our families, in our friendships, and within the body of 
Christ.  God’s peace be with you.
