From the Pastor 
 

The Lenten season begins on February 25 with Ash Wednesday, and continues for six 
weeks leading up to Easter.  Our Roman Catholic friends talk about giving something 
up for Lent, like chocolate or desserts.  Would you consider giving up a meal in order to 
provide financial assistance to someone in need?  There are many worthwhile causes 
competing for our attention.  Cleveland is rated #2 in the list of our country’s poorest 
big cities. People are being forced out of their homes from foreclosures.  Unemploy-
ment numbers keep rising in this uncertain economy. We want to help, but may feel we 

lack the necessary resources to offer any meaningful assistance.  But what if you could set aside funds from 
skipping at least one meal a week? 
 

Imagine the impact of fasting for even one meal.  If you work full-time and tend to order lunch from 
restaurants, it’s difficult to get by on less than ten dollars a meal.  If even one meal a week you choose to save 
that money and donate it to a benevolent cause, over the six weeks of Lent that’s $60.00 that could benefit a 
family in need, help cover a prescription medication for a senior, or provide needed groceries through the 
Cleveland Food Bank.  If ten people from our congregation pledged to do this, that’s $600.00 – a sizeable 
amount.  What if one hundred people pledged to fast one meal or more a week?  What changes could we make 
in the lives of others? 

 

I encourage you to pray about how our church could make a meaningful impact on our community 
through such a sacrifice.  Even more, consider what you could do with the time you have saved by not sitting 
through that meal, approximately an hour of your time.  Over the course of six weeks think about how you 
might donate that time you have saved for a charitable organization.  There are two opportunities in March for 
giving of your time through the Cleveland Food Bank.  You could give an hour of time volunteering in our 
Sunday school.  Visit a shut-in.  Write a note of appreciation to someone serving in our armed forces.  Gather 
up unused items in good condition to donate through Volunteers of America.  The list is endless! 

 

Talk to me if you are excited by possibilities for fasting and donating your time saved.  I think if our 
church is to make an impact on our community, we may do so by demonstrating that the quality of our lives 
reflects the faith we hold.  This is a concrete way of putting our faith to work to help others.  Maybe others 
from your office will join you in a one meal a week fast, or other family members and friends.  Pray about this 
one with me, and let’s see where this goes.
